The People Feeder aquaponic garden is a combination of two parts; the aquaculture portion which consists of a fish tank and fish, and a hydroponic part consisting of a grow tray filled with an inert growing medium. The two are coupled together with an irrigation system that alternatively floods and drains the growing medium. This process provides water and organic nutrients for the plants, while the biological filtering provided by the medium, bacteria, and plants purify the water for the fish. Either edible or ornamental fish may be used. The system may or may not include grow lights. The two parts of the system are normally arranged on a specially-designed table which positions the grow tray directly above the fish tank.
Table:


One (1) redwood table supporting grow tray and fish tank. Alternatively, the fish tank may be placed on an appropriate flat supporting surface, such as the floor, carpet, or insulating pad.
Grow Tray:

One (1) hydroponic grow tray, 54” x 54” x 7”, high-impact white ABS plastic


Five (5) cubic feet grow medium, Hydrotron expanded clay pellets


Two (2) feed-throughs, for ½” tubing


One (1) screened overflow drain


One (1) screened flood/drain inlet/drain


Ten (10) feet black ½” tubing, cut to lengths as required


One (1) Eco pump, 30 gph, 5 watt


One (1) Ecoplus digital plug-in timer

One (1) 70 gallon fish tank, glass, 36” x 15” x 31”

Note: These estimates are based on typical hydroponic plant densities and types (commercial products are usually basil and lettuce). Home growers will generally use several plant spaces for continuously-producing plants such as tomatoes, strawberries, and peppers. Actual vegetable production will depend on factors such as temperature, available light, pest management, age of seedlings, and so forth.
The fish population densities are based on typical aquaponic yields of one fish per two gallons of water. Actual fish yield will depend on factors such as fish health, water temperature, quality and amount of food, adequacy of water aeration, and so forth.
User manual will provide guidance on all aspects of using the People Feeder, plus Internet references for additional information regarding aquaponics, aquaculture, and hydroponics. All delivered items will carry their manufacturer’s warranties.
*Fluorescent lights are adequate when other ambient light is present, when primarily leafy vegetables, like lettuce, are grown, or when the distance from the grow beds to the maximum height of the lights is three feet or less, or when being used to extend the daylight and natural sunlight is available most of the day. HID lights are required for taller plants, especially flowering and fruiting plants, and when no other light is available, as in a garage or basement.
