


In December of 2006, the San Diego City Council approved 
4 years of water and sewer rate increases to provide sufficient 
revenues to operate, maintain, repair and replace water and sewer 
facilities, to maintain system reliability, to comply with federal and 
state environmental rules and guidelines, a water compliance order 
and a sewer consent decree.

Water rate increases (6.5% revenue increase to the system) 
were approved for 2008-2011. Wastewater rate increases  
(8.75% revenue increase to the system) were approved for 2007-
2008, and (7.00% revenue increases to the system) were approved 
for 2009-2010.

The City has another water and sewer rate  
increase scheduled. To find out what this means 

to you, read the enclosed message.

The City agreed to include solicitations from a non-profit organization as part of a 
settlement in Michael Shames v. City of San Diego.  The judge selected UCAN to 
fulfill this role by the Superior Court of California.
